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THEME INTERPRETATION

GENESIS 13:14-18

“The Lord said to Abram, after Lot had separated
from him, 'Lift up your eyes and look from the
place where you are, northward and southward
and eastward and westward, 15 for all the land
that you see | will give to you and to your
offspring forever." Genesis 13:14-15, ESV

INTRODUCTION
We thank God for this year's Youth Ushering-In
and the prophetic theme before us. The word
explore literally means “to travel over (new territory) for adventure or discovery” or
“to make or conduct a systematic search.” However, biblically, it means all the above
and more. Thus, the prophetic dimension of exploration in this passage, especially
for Christian youths, makes all the difference compared to the secular perspective.

The moment Lot separated from Abram by supposedly choosing the most fertile
portion of the land, God interrupted Abram’s perceived hopelessness in verses 14-18.
The theme “Explore” clearly captures the next divine level, as God immediately
invited Abram to look, walk, and claim what He had earlier promised him (Genesis
121-9). God's promise to Abram in this text has a divine DATE, DESTINATION,
DEMAND, and DELIVERY. God does not promise what He cannot fuffill

In other words, exploration is a prophetic act defined by a divine interruption of a
seemingly lost cause, and guiding the covenant believer into new levels of
manifestation and establishment of covenant promises. It is a divine response to
apparent hopelessness and perhaps, satanic suggestions. Furthermore, it activates
the next level of covenant promise—possession. Notice that God did not call Abram
to this next level until he had rid himself of the burden and distraction of Lot. Many
youths are encumbered and slowed down by excess “load” and so cannot EXPLORE.
Itis pertinent to note that covenant engagements with God are personal and require
a high level of sanctification for actualization.

Thus, from our focal text above, EXPLORE is underscored by:

1.FORECALL: Explore requires divine invitation. God must necessarily invite you to
this prophetic level by Himself. He is the one who told Abram to “lift up your eyes and
look” (v14). Consequently, exploration in the biblical sense is not aimless wandering
or human ambition. It starts when God opens your eyes to what's already His, and by
His omniscient capabilities. Thus, you do not create the promise by exploring; you
discover it because God invites you to see it. Note that God does not call the
unbelievers to this level. Thus, you must have been saved to qualify to explore.
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2. FORESIGHT: Explore requires you to see before possessing. What you see is what
you seize. From the focal text, God says, “For all the land that you see | will give to
Yyou..” (v15). In other words, vision precedes possession. Abram had to see it with the
eyes of faith before he could walk in it. Thus, spiritual exploration is about expanding
your capacity to see God's promises. If you cannot see it, you won't move toward it
and cannot seize it. The Bible amply confirms this by stating, “Where there is no
vision the people perish: but he that keepeth the law, happy is he” Proverbs 2918,
KIV.

3. FAITH: Explore requires active faith, not passivity. Responding to God’s prophetic
command requires faith. The Scriptures amply state, “In the same way, faith by itself,
if it is not accompanied by action, is dead” James 217. God commanded Abram,
“Arise, walk through the length and breadth of the land” (v.17). Note that God did not
drop the land on Abram (the land did not come to meet him); He commanded him
to walk it. Thus, exploring God's promise involves absolute obedience and
movement. Faith that doesn't walk stays stuck at the promise stage. In other words,
active faith is accompanied by foot-walk. The Bible further buttresses this by saying,
“But without faith it is impossible to please him...” Hebrews 11:6, NKIV

4. FIDELITY (of God): Explore reiterates cum reminds us about the faithfulness of God
towards His promises to His children. God can be trusted always. He says what He
does and does what He says. Whatever He promises, He has the capacity to bring it
to pass. The God who commands you to explore is more than able to execute His
promises to the latter. God said to Abram, “For all the land that you see | will give to
you and to your offspring forever. | will make your offspring as the dust of the eartl
so that if one can count the dust of the earth, your offspring also can be counte:
(wW16-17). The fidelity of God is the quality that makes us trust Him and His promises
always. He is indeed a dependable God. It includes the assurance of His blessings.

5. FELLOWSHIP: Explore requires God's presence and fellowship with Him. This is
marked by Abram’s erection of an altar of worship. It is an intentional act with a
spiritual undertone. Abram builds an altar at Hebron after receiving the promise.

Every step of exploration was anchored in worship. In Genesis chapter 12, we notice

Abram replicates this act each time God appears to him and speaks with him,
assuring him of His promises. True exploration does not drift away from God. It leads

you to build altars, to pause and acknowledge Him in new places. In other words,

Abram understood the importance of God's presence and fellowshipping with Him S
in actualizing the explore mandate. This is vital for our successful faith-walk with the

Lord on this terrestrial ball.

6. FULFILLMENT: Explore reminds and reassures us of the generational scope of
God's promise. The command to explore brings us closer to the manifestation of His
promise. Whenever the heavens command, the earth must comply. Note what God
says to Abraham, “For all the land that you see | will give to you and to your offspring
forever” (v15). In other words, what Abram explores now impacts generations even
yet unborn. This promise was fulfilled as God said it would: “Thus the Lord gave to
Israel all the land that he swore to give to their fathers. And they took possession of
it, and they settled there... Not one word of all the good promises that the Lord had
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Hence, exploration with God is never just about you. It opens territory for your family,
church, and those who come after. This is why you must be serious with God and
diligent in your service to Him. What you do today can open the door or close the
door of good fortune for you, your family, and future generations. So, be careful!

CONCLUSION
Explore is a prophetic signal of the steps towards accomplishing divine purpose. It is
God's promise pursued and possessed by purpose and persistence under the
sovereign will of God. This is what the heavens is saying to you today: Lift your eyes,
walk in faith, and worship as you claim the territory God has already promised you,
knowing it impacts your generations. Therefore, if you can obediently explore, then
you can embrace God's richest blessings, not only for you but even for your unborn
generations. Get ready to realize your divine possibilities. It is time to arise, look up,
walk by faith (with God), worship Him, and possess your promised possession (and
for your generations too). Never miss this opportunity. Shalom!
